1ST EAST ASIAN REFEREES CONFERENCE

1) Participants

A total of 30 participants from Japan, South Korea, China, Hong Kong, Macau, Chinese Taipei and Malaysia were in attendance during the conference, which was held at Kaohsiung Medical University on Day 1 and Grand Hi Lai Hotel on Day 2.

b) A request to players that they should not ask for the reason behind a decision, especially when it's a Team decision.
